 CIKR-FM Kingston – Licence renewal 
 

1.  The Commission renews the broadcasting licence for the commercial radio 
programming undertaking CIKR-FM Kingston, from 1 January 2007 to 31 August 
2013.1
 

2.  The Commission did not receive any interventions in connection with this application. 
 

3.  The licence will be subject to the conditions set out in New licence form for commercial 
radio stations, Public Notice CRTC 1999-137, 24 August 1999 (Public Notice 
1999-137), as well as to the following conditions: 
 

 • All financial support for Canadian talent development (CTD) required under 
condition of licence no. 5 set out in Public Notice 1999-137 shall be paid to the 
Foundation Assisting Canadian Talent on Recordings (FACTOR). 

 
 • In addition to the amounts for CTD required under condition of licence no. 5 set 

out in Public Notice 1999-137, the licensee shall contribute $27,500 in each 
broadcast year to support live performances in Kingston by Canadian artists. 
 

 The Commission reminds the licensee that contributions to CTD should be made in 
accordance with Appendix 1 to An FM Policy for the nineties, Public Notice 
CRTC 1990-111, 17 December 1990. 

 

                                                 
1 The term of this licence was extended for administrative reasons. In Administrative renewals, Broadcasting Decision
