Corporate reorganization (Assets)

The Commission approves an application by Bell ExpressVu Inc. (the general partner),
and BCE Inc. (BCE) and 4119649 Canada Inc. (4119649 Canada) (partners in

BCE Holdings G.P. (BCE Holdings), a general partnership that is the limited partner),
carrying on business as Bell ExpressVu Limited Partnership (Express\Vu), for authority
to effect a corporate reorganization consisting of the wind up of 4119649 Canada into
Bell Canada, and for the issuance of new licences to the new partners to continue the
operations of ExpressVu’s broadcasting undertakings under the same terms and
conditions as those in effect under the current licences.

ExpressVu is the licensee of a satellite relay distribution undertaking, a direct-to-home
(DTH) satellite distribution undertaking, a video-on-demand programming undertaking,
a DTH pay-per-view (PPV) programming undertaking and a terrestrial PPV
programming undertaking.

4119649 Canada and BCE hold, respectively, an indirect 51.9% and 48.1% partnership
interest in ExpressVVu through BCE Holdings. As a result of the wind up of 4119649
Canada into Bell Canada, Bell Canada will acquire 4119649 Canada’s partnership
interest (51.9%) in BCE Holdings and will become a partner with BCE in BCE Holdings,
with an indirect interest in ExpressVu.

Effective control of ExpressVVu will continue to be exercised by BCE, a public
corporation controlled by its board of directors.

The Commission did not receive any interventions in connection with this application.

Upon surrender of the current licences, the Commission will issue new licences to Bell
ExpressVu Inc. (the general partner), and BCE Inc. and Bell Canada (partners in
BCE Holdings G.P., a general partnership that is the limited partner), carrying on
business as Bell ExpressVu Limited Partnership. The licence for each undertaking will
expire on the date indicated below, and will be subject to the same terms and conditions
as those in effect under the current licence for each undertaking.
