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 Before initiating service through electronic mode, please ensure that you will be able to 
satisfy the Commission, upon request, that service of the notification was completed. 

 Where the intervention is filed by electronic means, the line ***End of document*** should 
be entered following the last paragraph of the document, as an indication that the document 
has not been damaged during electronic transmission. 

 Each paragraph of the document should be numbered. 

 Your intervention should clearly identify the application and indicate whether you support or 
oppose the application, or if you propose changes to it, include the facts and grounds for your 
proposal. 

 In the event that the application is brought to the oral phase of the hearing, and if you wish to 
appear, you must provide reasons why your written comments are not sufficient and why an 
appearance is necessary. 

 Persons requiring communications support such as assistance listening devices and sign 
language interpretation are requested to inform the commission at least twenty (20) days 
before the commencement of the public hearing so that the necessary arrangements can be 
made.
