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Introduction

1. On 15 August 2008 the Commission received an application from TBayTel, a small incumbent
local exchange carrier (SILEC) offering local exchange services in Thunder Bay, Ontario, and
the surrounding region. TBayTel requested forbearance from the regulation of residential local
exchange services (local forbearance) for the exchange of Thunder Bay, Ontario, pursuant to
the local forbearance framework established in Telecom Decision 2006-15, as amended by the
Governor in Council's Order Varying Telecom Decision CRTC 2006-15, P.C. 2007-532,

4 April 2007 (modified Telecom Decision 2006-15).

Background

2. Modified Telecom Decision 2006-15 established a local forbearance framework which sets out
criteria that enable the Commission to make determinations on local forbearance applications
from incumbent local exchange carriers (ILECs).

3. The Commission indicated in paragraph 23 of modified Telecom Decision 2006-15 that the
local forbearance framework would apply only to applications filed by ILECs party to the
proceeding that led to modified Telecom Decision 2006-15.* SILECs, such as TBayTel, were
not part of the proceeding that led to Telecom Decision 2006-15, and accordingly, the local
forbearance framework does not apply to them.

Call for comments

4. The Commission invites parties to provide their views, with supporting rationales, with respect
to the following issues:

(1) Should the Commission apply the local forbearance framework established in
modified Telecom Decision 2006-15 to SILECs? If not, what would be an
appropriate forbearance framework for SILECs?

! These ILECs were Aliant Telecom Inc; Bell Canada; MTS Allstream Inc.; Saskatchewan Telecommunications; Télébec, Limited
Partnership; and TELUS Communications Inc., including the former TELUS Communications (Québec) Inc.
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(2) The ILEC forbearance framework, as set out in modified Telecom Decision
2006-15, includes competitor quality of service (Q of S) criteria. Given that,
pursuant to Telecom Decision 2007-109, competitor Q of S requirements do not
apply to SILECs, should the Commission, as part of the forbearance framework,
address the issue of competitor Q of S in the SILECS' territories and, if so, how?

Procedure
All SILEC:s listed in the appendix to this Public Notice are made parties to this proceeding.

Other parties interested in participating in this proceeding (including receiving copies of all
submissions) must notify the Commission of their intention to do so by filling out the online
form; or by writing to the Secretary General, CRTC, Ottawa, Ontario, K1A ON2; or by faxing
to: 819-994-0218 by 21 November 2008 (the registration date). Parties are to provide their
email address, where available. If parties do not have access to the Internet, they are to indicate
in their notice whether they wish to receive disk versions of hard-copy filings.

The Commission will post on its website, as soon as possible after the registration date, a
complete list of interested parties and their mailing addresses (including their email addresses,
if available), identifying those parties who wish to receive disk versions.

Any party who wishes merely to file written comments in this proceeding, without receiving
copies of the various submissions, may do so by writing to the Commission by 5 January 2009
at the address or fax number noted above, or by filling out the online form.

All parties may file with the Commission, serving copies on all other parties, comments with
regard to the above-noted issues by 5 January 2009.

All parties may file with the Commission, serving copies on all other parties, reply comments
by 20 January 2009.

The Commission expects to issue a decision on the issues raised in this Public Notice within
120 days after the record closes.

The Commission will not formally acknowledge receipt of comments. It will, however, fully
consider all comments and they will form part of the public record of the proceeding.

Where a document is to be filed or served by a specific date, the document must be actually
received, not merely sent, by that date.

Parties may file their submissions electronically or on paper. Submissions longer than five
pages should include a summary.

Electronic submissions should be in HTML format. As an alternative, those making
submissions may use "Microsoft Word" for text and "Microsoft Excel™ for spreadsheets.
