 Application by Newcap Inc. to amend the licence of the English-language commercial 
FM radio programming undertaking CHNO-FM Sudbury. 
 

 The licensee proposes to amend the technical parameters of CHNO-FM by increasing 
the effective radiated power from 11,000 watts to 100,000 watts, by increasing the 
effective antenna height above average terrain from 120.9 metres to 203.5 metres and by 
relocating the transmitter. 
 

 The licensee states that the proposed changes are required to improve poor signal 
reception and reduce interference experienced due to a mountainous terrain and its 
present antenna location. The licensee also states that the proposed changes will allow 
colocation with its broadcasting undertaking CIGM-FM.
