Pursuant to a temporary management agreement dated 4 September 2009, the Trustee,
Mr. James MacDonald, has interim management and effective control of the
above-mentioned undertakings, as approved by the Commission in a letter also dated

4 September 2009. Furthermore, the Trustee holds all issued and outstanding shares in the
capital of 0859291 B.C. Ltd. for the benefit of Mr. John Pollard, the sole shareholder and
director of the corporation.

As a result of the transaction, the applicant will be owned by a consortium of local
investors, 39 employees of CHEK-TV and Communications Energy and Paperworkers
Union locals. Its board of directors will exercise effective control pursuant to the terms of
the Shareholders’ Agreement dated 23 September 2009.

The purchase price for the transaction, based on the terms of the Asset Purchase
Agreement dated 4 September 2009, is 2 dollars. The applicant has not proposed a
tangible benefits package, but has offered a number of intangible benefits resulting from
this transaction.
