Application by CTVglobemedia Inc. (CTVgm), on behalf of its subsidiary CTV 
Television Inc., to amend the broadcasting licence for the national Category 2 specialty 
programming undertaking known as The Comedy Network. 

The licensee proposes to amend its current condition of licence 1(e) which reads: 

Programming drawn from categories 7(c) and 7(d) combined will be limited to 
10% of all programming broadcast during each broadcast week. 

with the following: 

Programming drawn from categories 7(c) and 7(d) combined will be limited to 
10% of all programming broadcast during each broadcast month. 

The licensee also proposes to amend its condition of licence 1(f) by removing the 
restriction that programs from categories 7(c) and 7(d) be Canadian.  The licensee 
proposes to replace this condition with the following: 

All programs drawn from categories 7(c) and 7(d) shall have comedy as their 
primary or defining characteristic. 

As well, the licensee proposes to add program category 2(b) Long-form documentary to 
the list of categories from which it may draw programming, subject to a limit of 10% of 
the broadcast month.

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The licensee is of the view that the proposed amendments would provide it with greater 
programming flexibility, which would be consistent with the policy changes announced 
in Regulatory frameworks for broadcasting distribution undertakings and discretionary 
programming services – Regulatory policy, Broadcasting Public Notice CRTC 2008-100, 
30 October 2008.

Interventions will be considered by the Commission and will form part of the public 
record of the proceeding without further notification to intervening parties, provided the 
procedure set out below has been followed. Parties will be contacted only if their 
submissions raise procedural questions.

A true copy must be sent to the applicant, and proof that this has been done must 
accompany the intervention sent to the Commission. 

The Commission advises those who file and serve by electronic mode to exercise caution 
when using e-mail for service of documents or notification, as it may be difficult to 
establish that service has occurred. 

Parties must ensure that, before initiating service through electronic mode, they will be 
able to satisfy the Commission, upon request, that service of the notification was 
completed. 

Submissions longer than five pages should include a summary. 

Each paragraph of the submission should be numbered. In addition, where the 
intervention is filed by electronic means, the line ***End of document*** should be 
entered following the last paragraph of the document, as an indication that the document 
has not been damaged during electronic transmission. 

Interventions should clearly identify the application referred to and indicate whether 
parties support or oppose the application, or, if they propose changes to it, include the 
facts and grounds for their proposal.

All information that parties provide as part of this public process, except information 
granted confidentiality, whether sent by postal mail, facsimile, e-mail or through the 
Commission’s website at www.crtc.gc.ca, becomes part of a publicly accessible file and 
will be posted on the Commission’s website.
