Application by TVA Group Inc., on behalf of a general partnership to be constituted 
or a corporation to be incorporated, for a broadcasting licence to operate a national, 
English-language Category 2 specialty television programming undertaking to be known 
as Sun TV News. 

The proposed licensee will be formed or owned by TVA Group Inc. (51%) and Sun 
Media Corporation (49%), two subsidiaries of Quebecor Media Inc. 

The applicant stated that the application is in accordance with the Commission’s 
framework for competitive national news services, as set out in Conditions of licence for 
competitive Canadian specialty services operating in the genres of mainstream sports 
and national news, Broadcasting Regulatory Policy CRTC 2009-562, 4 September 2009, 
and that it would accept the standard conditions of licence set out in Conditions of licence 
for competitive Canadian specialty services operating in the genres of mainstream sports 
and national news – Implementation of the Accessibility Policy and other matters, 
Broadcasting Regulatory Policy CRTC 2009-562-1, 18 June 2010. 

However, the applicant is seeking an exception to Broadcasting Regulatory 
Policy 2009-562 by applying for mandatory access.

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The applicant argued that Sun TV News requires short-term and time-limited mandatory 
access by broadcasting distribution undertakings for a maximum period of three years to 
effectively expose and promote its programming to viewers across Canada. 

The applicant stated that it was not seeking mandatory basic distribution, but only to be 
made available on cable and satellite distribution undertakings, allowing the public to 
have access to Sun TV News without any obligation to choose it.

The intervention must be received by the Commission and by the applicant on or before 
the above-mentioned date. The Commission cannot be held responsible for postal delays 
and will not notify a party whose intervention is received after the deadline date. The 
intervention will not be considered by the Commission and will not be part of the public 
file. 

The intervention must include one of the following statements in either the first or the last 
paragraph: 

1. I request to appear at the public hearing. 

2. I do not want to appear at the public hearing. 

Interventions will be considered by the Commission and will form part of the public 
record of the proceeding without further notification to intervening parties, provided the 
procedure set out below has been followed. Parties will be contacted only if their 
submissions raise procedural questions.

Interventions should clearly identify the application referred to and indicate whether 
parties support or oppose the application, or, if they propose changes to it, include the 
facts and grounds for their proposal. 
 
In the event that the application is brought to the oral phase of the hearing, and if parties 
wish to appear, they must provide reasons why their written interventions are not 
sufficient and why an appearance is necessary. 
 
Persons requiring communications support such as assistance listening devices and sign 
language interpretation are requested to inform the Commission at least twenty (20) days 
before the commencement of the public hearing so that the necessary arrangements can 
be made.
