Application by Pelmorex Communications Inc. (Pelmorex) to renew the broadcasting
licence for the national, specialty television service known as The Weather
Network/Météomédia, expiring 31 August 2011, under the same conditions as those set
out in its current licence.

Pelmorex is requesting a seven-year renewal. During this time, it plans to offer additional
regional programming feeds across Canada. It also plans to complete the roll-out of high
definition programming for The Weather Network/Météomédia.

In Broadcasting Order 2009-340, the Commission granted a mandatory distribution order
under section 9(1)(h) of the Broadcasting Act requiring all direct-to-home satellite
distribution undertakings and Class 1 broadcasting distribution undertakings (BDUs) to
distribute The Weather Network/MétéoMédia on the digital basic service. The mandatory
distribution order became effective 1 September 2010 and will expire 31 August 2015.

Pelmorex is also requesting that the term of the mandatory distribution order be extended
from 2015 to 2018 to coincide with the end of the proposed licence term.

Incidentally, in its application for mandatory distribution, Pelmorex committed to act as a
national aggregator and distributor of emergency alert messages, which would be
delivered using non-proprietary technology and made available to all BDUs, broadcasters
or other media outlets free-of-charge for distribution on a voluntary basis.

Pelmorex has since advised the Commission that its National Alert Aggregation and
Dissemination (NAAD) System was launched on 9 June 2010 and is fully operational.

At the public hearing, the Commission will examine, among other things, the
effectiveness of the NAAD System to determine whether further action is required to
ensure that Canadians receive timely warnings of imminent perils. In this regard, the
Commission will examine the steps that have been taken and that need to be taken in
order to make the system available to alert issuing authorities and last mile distributors,
as well as to promote and ensure its use.

Parties must ensure that, before initiating service through electronic mode, they will be
able to satisfy the Commission, upon request, that service of the notification was
completed.

Submissions longer than five pages should include a summary.

Interventions should clearly identify the application referred to and indicate whether
parties support or oppose the application, or, if they propose changes to it, include the
facts and grounds for their proposal.

Persons requiring communications support such as assistance listening devices and sign
language interpretation are requested to inform the Commission at least twenty (20) days
before the commencement of the public hearing so that the necessary arrangements can
be made.
