Its programming can be in any Indigenous language spoken in Canada or in English and/or French, but should be specifically oriented to the Indigenous population and reflect the interests and needs specific to the Indigenous audience it is licensed to serve. It has a distinct role in fostering the development of Indigenous cultures and, where possible, the preservation of ancestral languages.

(1) Low-power AM is an undertaking with a transmitter power of less than 100 watts in the 525 - 1705 kHz band. Low-power FM is an undertaking with a maximum Effective Radiated Power (ERP) of 50 watts and transmitting antenna height of 60 meters in the 88 - 108 MHz band.

(2) Local programming includes programming that originates with the station or is produced separately and exclusively for the station. It does not include programming received from another station and rebroadcast simultaneously or at a later time; nor does it include network or syndicated programming that is five minutes or longer, unless it is produced either by the station or in the local community by arrangement with the station.

In their local programming, licensees must incorporate spoken word material of direct and particular relevance to the community served. This must include local news, weather, sports coverage, and the promotion of local events and activities.
